  Welcome to the 2011 edition of sup says. Hope this newsletter 
finds everyone and their families doing well. These winters in SE 
South Dakota haven't been getting any better the last couple 
years. All this snow, ice, and cold weather can cause all types of 
hardships, so stay inside and let Mother Nature take its course. 
  So what can i say about the 2010 golf season? I think Charlie 
Brown summed it up the best when he stated simply; "ugh". It 
was a fantastic season up to mid-July and then good riddance. 
Our area and course went through one of the most extreme 
weather patterns in history. We suffered through extreme heat 
and humidity, resulting in turf disease and death, and then the 
rain came. Did i say rain? I meant monsoons. This monsoon led 
to flooding never seen in our 13 year history at the Bluffs. The 
only thing missing was Noah and his arc, although I did see some 
animals start pairing up.  
  Enough about 2010.  We move on and forward. All the turf that 
we re-seeded in the early fall established itself quite well. Hope-
fully all those young plants were strong enough to survive the 
winter. The snow cover, which acts as a insulation blanket, 
should have helped. We still plan on more over-seeding this 
spring to help the thin areas to complete recovery.  
  Devin and I have attended several seminars this winter, discuss-
ing the cause and effect of last year’s problems. All of these sem-
inars stressed one basic solution in leading to prevention; Healthy 
and strong turf gives us the best chance against disease and 
stress related issues. This in turn leads us to that dreaded word 
that sends chills down all golfers back; "aerification". The process 
of pulling turf grass plugs allows for water movement, air move-
ment, (yes, plants have respiration, just like us), root develop-
ment, and relieves the soil of compaction caused by carts and 
mowing equipment. We plan on incorporating aerification, along 
with our over-seeding program this spring, in hopes of killing 2 
birds with 1 stone. So we ask for your patience, and hope to dis-
rupt play as little as possible. 
  Tee boxes…no, we have not forgotten about them. With all the 
flooding and disease last August, we spent the majority of the fall 
attempting to re-establish our fairways, tee boxes and rough turf 
grasses. The tee boxes are still forefront on our list of repairs in 
the upcoming season. 
   As always, your input and ideas are important to us. So feel 
free to contact Devin, staff, or myself with anything you feel might 
improve the course, or our way of doing things. Preferably not 
between the hours of 12am and 5am. We feel that good commu-
nication between staff and the golfing public is crucial for suc-
cessful course operations. 
   At the beginning of every new season, we must reflect on the 
ones that we have lost from last year. Your smiles and compan-
ionship will be missed. 
   Take care and we look forward to seeing you all soon.
